COMMON SENSE IN RELIGION.

Religion and superstition are enemies, but it is difficult
to divorce them. Mysticism has always surrounded re-
ligion. Although Jesus came to reveal a rational system
of religion, and in the face of the fact that the Spirit
of God tells us that p-- religion i« “To visit the
fatherless and widows in their affliction and to keep him-
self unspotted from the world,” we have gone on mixing
our religion with ghost stories and spirit manifestations.

There is not one mysterious thing connected with
Christianity. Jesus established a church. In a few sim-
ple words he told men how to enter this religious society.
The ritual for admission is one of the clearest ever
given to men. All He said about admission into the
church would not fill one-fourth of a column in one of
our papers; yet these plain statements have been twisted
to suit the doctrines of men.

Conversion has been made a mystery; the change of
heart an inc .prehensible t nsformation. Jesus and
the Apostles never taught these mystical theories. Con-
version means a change. Faith changes a man’s intel-
lect ; godly sorrow changes his affections; and repentance
changes his will. It is a simple process, an enlistment
into the army of Christ. But religionists have surrounded
conversion with the supernatural and mysterious.

Dr. Buckley of New York, the greatest among the
Methodists, says in his late book, page 60: “It has been
suggested that if faith healing can be accounted for by
the law of suggestion, cannot conversion be accounted
for in the same way? If by conversion you mean th-
cataleptic condition witnessed in revival meetings, I ad-
mit that the phenomena are of natural origin. Trances,

convulsions, tears are no part of conversion. They are

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the results of emotional excitement and not of divine
origin.” In speaking of this mysterious notion in re-
vival meetings, President David Starr Jordan says:
“Emotion is not religion. Hysteria in religion is danger-
ous. Chronic religious excitement is destructive to higher
life.”

The following extract is from Dr. Starbuck’s late book,
The Psychology of Religion: ‘“The most glaring danger
is found in emotionalism of religious revivals. Religion
should not be submerged into the sea of feeling, but
should be lifted within the range of intelligence. Re-
ligionists -are liable to color religious emotions and call
them divine demonstrations. This unnatural state is
dangerous to religion. In the early part of this century
it was not unusual for whole communities to be caught up
in the epidemic until some would have the “jerks,”
others go into trances, while others would become rigid.
This phenomenon is sometimes now witnessed among
some wild religionists. Shouting and jumping over the
benches were common occurrences. Insensibility often
followed these excitements. These so-called conversions
seldom resulted in a reformation of life.” That these
manifestations are nothing more than religious frenzy
cannot be denied. Witness the similarity between the
hypnotist and the sensationalist in revival. The hyp-
notist tells his subject to gaze at him and make a com-
plete surrendcr. Then h repeats to the subject, “You
are going to sleep.” The evangelist says to his seekers,
“Surrender all to Christ. He will come and save you.
Wait for the feeling. God will speak to you.”

The appeals, songs, prayers and the suggesti_a from
the preacher drive many into the trance state. I can re-
member in my boyhood days seeing ten or twenty people
lying unconscious upon the floor 'in the old country
church. People called that conversion. Science knows
it is a mesmeric influence, self-hypnotism. Wrought
up to this high state of ecstacy the seekers in imagina-
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tion see lights and hear voices. This they call conver-
sion. In describing a great revival in Caneridge, Ky., an
observer said: “Some were prostrate upon the floor,
others were crawling upon their hands and knees; some
were trance mediums, speaking in an excited manner;
while on the outside of the house were scores lying un-
conscious. They had swooned in the house and had been
carried to the open air. Some of these people were un-
conscious for hours, others did not seem to breathe. The
excitement became an epidemic, and people who came to
ridicule were attacked with the jerks.” Any hypnotist
can explain all this mysterious performance. It is sad
that Christianity is compelled to bear the folly of such
movements.

It is eminently the duty of all sensible people to rescue
Christianity from mysticism and fanaticism. In France
a religious society called the convulsionists, became
prominent. ‘They met, shouted, sang and prayed until
many fell into convulsions. These strange actions they
called blessings from God.

Any religious fake can find followers. Dr. Thomas
Harris founded a community on Lake Erie and declared
that he had been married to a spirit and that a child had
been born of this union. He had enthusiastic followers.
A divine healer in the south declares God has revealed to
her that she will never die. A western “Affinity Hunter,”
after being several times married, declares he has found
his affinity, that children born of this union will never
die. These freaks have -followers.

Dr. Buckley tells us that he knew a healer who prayed
with a sick woman. When he arose from his prayers
he shouted: “You will get well; God told me you would
recover; the Holy Spirit revealed this to me.” The
woman died in a few days. Dr. Buckley says: “God did
not reveal this to him; he was an imposter and a blas-~
phemer.” ’
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Many persons use the name of the Holy Spirit in a way
that borders upon blasphemy.

In the olden times the prophets and teachers came
humbly. John the Baptist came dressed in coarse gar-
ments, lifting up his voice in the wilderness. Jesus went
about doing good, with no place that he could call his
home, Peter the Hermit, barefooted and poorly clad,
went forth to rally the people around the cross. The
prophets and prophetesses of the twentieth century come
to us in flying chariots and live in palaces. These im-
posters see money in their plans. The Dowies, Eddys,
Whites and Joseph Smiths have made religion a paying
investment. No system of religion is too shameful to
enlist recruits. The paradise of Mohammed suited the
sensuality of the Arabian, and satisfied the thirst for blood
in the Turk. “Plural Marriage” of the Mormon grati-
fied the lust of men. But what is sad, these hideous
things are done in the name of religion. The biggest
fools in all the world are human beings, and the greatest
fool among fools is the religious fool. This age demands
common sense in religion. These false teachers tell us
that there is no pain, suffering or death. Did Jesus suffer
and die on the cross, or was He merely a-ting? The
Word of God says He suffered and died. Faise prophets
say there is no suffering. God’s Word will stand though
false prophets fall,

CHAPTER XIIL
THE GOSPEL OF CHRIST A CURE FOR ALL DELUSIONS.

For four thousand years the world has been look-
ing down the centuries for the coming of a
great national deliverer.

We need no
other counsellor, king or lawyer. Any law not given by
his authority must be rejected. Jesus, the King of Kings,
was to establish a universanl and an everlasting king-
dom®. He will reign forever and ever?, and shall be for
all generations. As a prophet he saw the future and gave
law that would govern all people in all ages. It would
supply the needs of the religious Jew, the learned Greek,
the ignorant pagan, and the wisdom of the twentieth
century. No prophet can divide honors with him, for
all autnority is his, After his coming all prophets who
claim divine revelation are false prophets, for to him
will be given all power and dominion forever.

When he came he was to save the people from their
sins! and their souls from death®. When his kingdom
shall triumph the desert shall blossom as a rose?, the lame
shall leap, the dumb shall sing and sorrow and sighing
shall flee away. If the plan of salvation of Jesus will
deliver us from sin and death, and sorrow and crying,
what more can be done? When the world accepts him
no more is needed. He came heralded by uncounted
multitude of angelic voices saying, “Peace on earth,
and good will to men.” The whole valley became one
grand camping ground for the angelic hosts. The col-

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lected wisdom of heaven and earth =nited in casting its
vote in electing Jesus king. When he began his ministry,
he came as an authorative teacher. Moses said, “The
Lord said unto you;”’ Gamaliel said, “Moses said unto
you;” Jesus came saying, “I say unto you.” “Hear these
sayings of mine.” Again, “Hear ye him.” He says, “All
power is given unto me.” If all authority is given to
Him, other prophets have no authority.

Jesus says, “I am the way, the truth and the life.”
Jesus is the truth, not a truth, or some truth, but all
moral truth. As he could see the future he knew what
the ages needed, and gave the truth to save the world. If
all truth is from Jesus, Joseph Smith, Mrs Eddy or Mrs.
White has no truth to reveal. No philosopher, orator,
or scholar has ever given to the world one single moral
truth since the days of Jesus and his Apostles. I chal-
lenge any so-called revelator to show ‘one truth that has
helped the world that Jesus and his executors did not
teach. _

He, by the Spirit, was to lead the Apostles into all
truth. Nothing more can be added. Not one single di-
vine truth has been given to the world after the Apostolic
period, and nothing is to be given until the coming of
Christ. He was before Abraham and will be with his
followers to the end of the world. By accepting him
fully the race will be freed from sin, sickness, sorrow
and death. Who can do more? Who wants more?
Hear him, “1f a man keep my saying he shall never see
death.” “I am come that they might have life.”?

“He that believes in me has eternal life.””* If the world
had accepted Jesus as king in the highest sense of that
word, the race would have gained in Christ what it lost
in Adam. But the people rejected him, and the complete
triumph of his kingdom has not yet come. When the
will of God shall be done here as it is in heaven, sickness,
crying, sorrow, sin and death will flee away. Jesus came
preaching the kingdom of God is at hand. By the king-

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dom of God he means an ideal world, a perfected soci-
ety, where the will of God will be done on earth as it is
in heaven. Blessed are the meek, not because they shall
go to heaven, but because they shall inherit the earth.

Hear the Apostle: “Though we or an angel from
heaven preach any other gospel unto you than that which
we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.” “If
any man preach any other gospel unto you than that
which ye have received, let him be accursed.” Christian
Science, Mormonism and kindred delusions preach an-
other gospel, and the curse of God is upon them.

In Christ we are complete! If completeness is in
Christ, nothing must be added. In these last days God
has spoken to us by his Son.? The last days refer to the
last revelation given by Jesus and the Apostles. Jesus is
the same yesterday, today and forever.® His laws shall
remain in force until the end of the race. Christ has
given us a perfect law.* If a perfect law nothing can be
added or subtracted. Jesus says: “I am Alpha and
Omega, the beginning and the end.” Then concluding
his revelation to man he said: “If any man shall add
unto these things God shall add unto him the plagues
that are written in this book.” Jesus was the end of
the plan of redemption and nothing was to be added to
it. Dowie, Mohammed, Smith and Eddy are false proph-
ets and their followers are deluded.

Paul tells us that the miraculous gifts of prophecies,
tongues and supernatural knowledge shall pass away.
They have passed.

‘Some people are deluded by false prophets today.
They come claiming divine power and quote the Savior
as saying that his disciples shall do greater things than
he had done. What had he done? He had healed the
sick and raised the dead. Can any of the twentieth cen-
tury prophets do greater things than that? Hence Jesus
had no reference to physical works. Not one soul was
redeemed until Jesus died and went to heaven. Then the

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transforming power of the gospel was to save men from
sin and death. This work is as much greater than the
physical, as eternal life is greater than earthly life, as
God is greater than man. I here let J. O. Rose conclude
the discussion of this subject. He has presented it in a
forcible way, yet clear and terse.

GREATER WORKS THAN CHRIST DID,

“He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do
also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go to
my Father.” (John 14:12.)

What are these greater works than Jesus had performed?

All those who believe in miraculous revelations and physical
healings say these “greater works” are more miracles.

Let us see what the Son of God and the Spirit of God say
upon the subject.

The time of this saying of Jesus was the night before His
crucifixion. He was sitting at the last supper table with the
eleven disciples. He is speal in& of His death and departure from
them. He proceeds to assure them of the presence and power of
the Holy Spirit, who should descend from the Father when
Jesus should ascend to the Father.

In 14:17 He promises the Spirit should “be in” them. In
I4:26 He promises that the Spirit should “teach them all things,
and bring all things to their remembrance, whatsoever I have
said unto you.” In 14:31 He says, “Arise, let us go hence.” They
are then described, from the fifteenth to the eighteenth chapters
as walking and talking on their way from the “upper room” to
the Garden of Gethsemane. In 15:26 He adds the promise that
the Spirit “shall testify of me.” In 16:7-11 He tells them defi-
nitely what shall be the work of the Spirit upon the unconverted
world. “When He is come He will convict the world of sin, of
righteousness and of judgment.” Jesus then says a very signifi-
cant thing to them. “I have yet many things to say unto you,
but you cannot hear them now.” (16:12.) This shows that the
revelation of Jesus’ ministry was not a complete revelation. But
He proceeds to give (16:{‘;-14) a wonderful promise: ‘“Howbeit,
when He, the Spirit of Truth, is come, He will guide you into
all the truth; for He shall not speak from Himself; but what
things soever He shall hear, these shall He speak; and He shall
declare unto you the things that are to come. He shall glorify
me, for He shall take mine and shall declare it unto you.”

A few items in our Savior’s teachings are of supreme im-
portance here: .

(1.) The supreme work of the Holy Spirit was to “teach,”
“speak,” “declare” the whole truth of the New Testament of
God our Father through Jesus Christ our Lord.

(2) These promises were fulfilled to the apostles and evan-
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geiists, beginning with the day of Pentecost in Acts, second chap-
ter, and closing with the revelation of the complete New Testa-
ment. In Mark 16:14-20 Jesus “upbraids His eleven apostles
with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed
not them that had seen Him after He was risen.” He com-
mands them to preach the gospel to every creature. He promises
them the signs that shall follow them if they believe. And after
Jesus “was received up into Heaven, they went forth and
preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and confirm-
ing the word with the signs following.”

The miracles were signs of the power of God in the works,
which confirmed the authority of God in the words.

(3.) As certainly as Jesus kept His promise to His apostles,
and as surely as the Holy Spirit performed- His work, promised
in their ministry, just so certainly is there no place for the pro-
fessed miraculous revelations of modern “divine healers,” “faith
curers,” “inspired apostles,” etc. The Spirit was promised to
“teach them all things, and bring to their remembrance all things
whatsoever Jesus had said unto them,” and to “guide them unto
all the truth” of the New Testament revelation—not a part of
it, but all of it. Did He do it?

James 1:25 says that it is “the perfect law of liberty.” Paul
says (II Tim. 3:14-17) that it completely furnishes the man of
God unto every good work. John testifies (Rev. 22:18-19) that if
any man shall add to it or take from it, God shall punish him
;n;l “take away his part out of the book of life and out of the

oly city.

o assume the power of miraculous revelation is to assert
that Jesus did not keep His promises and that His inspired apos-
tles have not told the truth. .

He who &<lieves the modern “healer” cannot believe the New
Testament.

Let us examine this claim (that the “greater works” than Jesus
bad performed were more miracles) in the light of I Cor. 12th
aud 13th chapters

Paul says in rz:r: “I would not that ye should be ignorant
concerning spiritual gifts.” In rz:8-10 he enumerates nine mirac-
ulous spiritual gifts. In verses 29-31 he says, “Covet earnestly
the best gifts, and yet show I unto you a more excellent way.”
Chapter 13 proceeds to reveal this more excellent way. In verses
8-11, in contrast with the miraculous spiritual gifts which shall
“fail,” “cease,” “vanish away,” he places the non-miraculous
gifts which shall “abide.” These are “faith,” which “comes by
hearing the word of God” (Rom. 10:17); “hope,” “which we have
as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which
entereth into that within the veil” (Heb. 6:19), and “love”; and
as “perfect love casteth out all fear” (I John 4:17-18), “the great-
est of these is love.” .

The elements that are miraculous, having fulfilled their pur-

se in making and confirming a perfect New Testament of the
ﬁ)eavenly Father to His children, are no longer neecded.
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When once the Governor has confirmed a law by setting the
seal of the State upon it and affixing thereto his name, and thus
“witnesseth his hand and seal,” to repeat the act would be but
to weaken it. So when God, by the “signs and wonders” of His
miracles, “confirmed the words of the apostles,” He virtually said
to the world, “Witness my hand ‘and seal to my law”; and to
repeat the act would be but to weaken it and to distract the
attention of His people from the law to the process of confirm-
ing it. :

Paul says these miracles “fail,” “cease,” “vanish away.” They
do not abide. The non-miraculous “abide” until “faith” is swal-
lowed up in sight, “hope” is fulfilled in glad fruition, and “love”
shall cross the pearly portals of the house of. many mansions into
the eternal presence of God, for God is love.

The teachers of modern physical miracles not only contradict
each other and the teachings of the apostles of Christ, but they
make the supreme work of their religion consist in professed
physical signs and wonders, and thus degrade their religion to a
physical basis.

The truth is, not a soul on earth could be saved from sin
and death until Jesus conquered death and the grave and had
returned to His Father’s right hand to sit on the throne of His
Kingdom. Up to the eve of His crucifixion His miracles had
saved from physical death tem(forarily, but no more. Those
whom He had raised from the dead must die again. “Christ is
the first fruits of them that slept.” “In Christ shall all be made
alive” (1 Cor. 15:16-23) from the grave. The Bible speaks of
two deaths in consequence of sin—the physical death, or the sep-
aration of the spirit from the body; the spirit death, or the sep-
aration of the ‘spirit from God_ forever. Not a soul on earth
could be saved trom eternal spiritual death till Jesus had gone
through the gateway of the grave to His Father. Hence it was
that His most agonizing cry on the cross of Calvary was the
expression of His divine conception of the death into which He
was entering—the unspeakable spiritual death, to which even the
agony of His physical death was but an opening doorway. It
was the sense of separation from God. {‘hGOd’ my God, why
hast Thou forsaken me?” (Matt. 27:46.) us, “we see Jesus,
who was made a little lower than the angels for the suffering of
death, crowned with glory and honor; that He by the grace of
God should taste death for every man. For it became Him, for
whom are all things, and by whom are all things, in bringing
many sons into glory, to make the Captain of their salvation
perfect”—not through healings, but “through sufferings.” (Heb.
2:9, 10.) He was made perfect through sufferings, not as a man
—He was a perfect man—but as a Savior for sinful men.

Hence it was that the miracles of Jesus, which had com-
manded all the forces of earth and sea and air, of heaven and
hell, could not save a soul on earth from eternal spiritual death
until Jesus had unlocked the gateway of the grave, Lad fulfilled
the demands of infinite law, and demonstrated the power of
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salvation from eternal death by ‘the infinite love of God, as He
returned to His Father.

The “greater works,” therefore, which He promised to His
disciples that they who believed on Him should accomplish, could
not have been greater miracles. They were the works of the
gospel of a crucified, buried and risen Savior (I Cor. I15:1-5),
which Paul declares to be “the power of God unto salvation, to
every one who believes.” (Rom. 1:16.) Not a prevention from
msical death, but salvation from the eternal death of sin. It

never prevented any one from coming down to the grave
since the death of Jesus. It has saved millions from the eternal
spiritual death through the gateway of the grave. So Jesus says,
“He that liveth and believeth on me shall never die” The
“greater works” are the works of the gospel which regenerate
and reform sinful men through faith in the risen Savior and
obedience to His commandments, thus securing to them the re-
mission of sins, the gift of the Holy Spirit and the promise of
eternal life through the word of God’s grace in Christ.

What God in His providence will do for His children He has
reserved to His own discretion, as His wisdom and love shall
decide the details of His dealings with them in the journey and
battle of life. We have to do with His revelation in the New
Testament. He has promised to hear our prayer and answer
“according to His will.” (I John 5:14-15.) Not according to
our will, but “according to His will,” He will hear and answer in
love. If He has concealed just what His answer shall always
be, let us be assured that there is the same wisdom in what He
has concealed as in what He has revealed. J. O. Rose.

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CHAPTER XIV.
RUSSELLISM.

Charles F. Russell proclaims himself a prophet and
a religious teachet. As a prophet he stands con-
demned. OIld Time demolished his theories. He has
set dates only to see his theories vanish.

As a religious teacher his failure is humiliating.
His book, “Millennial Dawn,” had a suspicious look,
and he changed his plans and brought it out under the
title “Studies in the Scriptures.” But few people have
had the courage to wade through three thousand pages
of vagaries. Mr. Russell takes a drop of an idea
and diffuses it into an ocean of verbosity. All that he
has said in the six large volumes does not contain one
vital statement. He has not taught anything which will
make the world happier or wiser.

- All that is néw in his theories is false, and all that
is valuable is borrowed. I challenge his friends to
point to one thing that he taught that will help man-
kind. Surely out of three thousand pages they should
find something that might help weak humanity, if

Russellism has merit.

His writings are worthless and often unscriptural.
No one will be profited by reading them. His char-
acter as a man has been discredited. In business he
has been a schemer. ‘His wife obtained a divorce from
him on account of unmanly conduct and gross famil-
iarities with other women. The courts of Pennsylvania
declared he tried to perpetuate a fraud upon his wife.

Hence the courts of Pennsylvania declared Mr. Russell

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a fraud. He received the same treatment in the courts
of Canada.

He is discredited as a teacher and as a man. Rus-
sellism is a mixture of Universalism, Unitarianism,
Adventism and Materialism. A Christian home is better
off without the teachings of this false prophet. To
gratify an inordinate ambition and to accumulate an im-
mense fortune characterizes the career of Mr. Russell.

He has done much harm. He has done nothing to
bless mankind. Let him pass on, and let his teachings
be forgotten.

I here present two articles which carefully discuss
the doctrinal teachings of Mr. Russell:

MILLENNIAL DAWN.

The system called by this name is one of the strongest and
weirdest admixtures of truth and error that we have ever studied.
It is an attempt to make a religious system that will be eclectic
but, unfortunately, its eclecticism lies in the endeavor to reconcile
nearly all of the heresies of the different sects, and bring them
into harmony with the body of truth in the revealed Word.
Because of this attempt, a most strenuous endeavor is made to
set to one side many well-attested passages of Scripture, and to
claim that they are spurious; for instance, in John 5:25: “Verily,
verily, the hour is coming, and now is, when the dead shall
hear the voice of the Son of God.” Now, Russell, the author
and finisher of this system, says that “Sinaitic MSS. omit the
words ‘and now is’” (People’s Pulpit, Vol. 11, No. 5, p. 2,
second column, footnote). Now, I have searched the “Exposi-
tor’s Greek Testament,” “Pulpit Commentary,” and other books
on the various readings, and fail to find confirmation of Mr.
Russell’s assertion.

Mr. Russell says (Mill. Dawn, Vol. IL, p. 52) that the num-
ber 480 (in 1 Kings 6:1) should read 580, because the Hebrew
character daleth very much resembles the character hay, but,
unfortunately for Mr. Russell, the Hebrew does not give in this
passage a number written with its letter equivalents, but writes
out the word 480. Even the destructive critics, Ewald and
Thenius, admit the genuineness of this verse!!

. These are but samples of Mr. Russell’s recklessness in seek-
ing to bolster up a clay-and-iron eclecticism, and thus to save
his prophetic position.

But our prophet becomes a false one when he says: “That
the Lord must be present and set up his kingdom, and exercise
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his great power so as to dash the nations to pieces as a potter’s
vessel, before A. D. 1914, is then clearly fixed” (Mill Dawn, Vol.
1L, p. 170). The year 1914 is here, and this catastrophe was to
take place before 1914, according to Russell!! Did he tell the
truth? (Read Deut. 18:28.)

Mr. Russell says “that 1874 A. D. was the exact date of the
beginning of the ‘times of restitution,” and hence of our Lord’s
return” (Mill. Dawn, Vol. I1., pp. 170, 171, 240). Our Lord says
concerning this parousia which Mr. Russell so emphatically says
has already taken place: “But of that day and that hour knoweth
no man, no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son,
but the Father” (Mark 13:32). Again, at the parousia the
dead Christians are raised, and the living Christians are translated
(1 Thess. 4:13-17), but if this took place in 1874, and.Mr. Russell
and his “little flock” are of the elect, why did the Lord pass
them by, and thus leave them behind?

“We affirm the resurrection of Christ; that he was put to
death in flesh, but quickened in Spirit. We deny that he was
raised in the flesh, and challenge any statement to that effect as
being unscriptural” (Bible Students’ Monthly, Vol. V., No. 3,
p. 2, col. 1). After his resurrection, Jesus said: “Why are ye
troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts? Behold
my hands and my feet, that it is I myself; handle me and see;
for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have” (Luke
24:38, 39). Mr. Russell denies this, and challenges it as unscrip-
tural! Yet these are the words of Jesus!

Mr. Russell says: “Every learned minister knows that the
Hebrew word Sheol means the grave, the pit, the state of death”
(Bible Students’ Monthly, Vol. V., No. 3, p. 4, col. 3). Why
does not Mr. Russell quote the definition of Sheol as found in
Hebrew dictionaries? Because it would prove that Mr. R. in
this matter is bearing false witness! “Grave” is never a primary
meaning, and is only put as a figurative meaning in Hebrew dic-
tionaries.

Russellism teaches that “Jesus was a creature, inferior to
Jehovah and next to himself in dignity” (People’s Pulpit, Vol.
I1, No. 5, p. 2, col. 1) ; that “Jesus was a perfect man, a creature”
(Mill. Dawn, 1., 174, 176, 179, 184). This is Unitarianism with
a vengeance—only worse, But it is written: “In the beginning
was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was
God” (John 1:1).

In harmony with the above, the incarnation is denied by
Russell. “Neither was Jesus a combination of the two natures,
human and spiritual. The blending of two natures produces
neither one nor the other, but an imperfect, hybrid thing which
is obnoxious to the divine arrangement. When Jesus was in the
flesh, he was a perfect human being; previous to that time he
was a perfect spiritual being; and since his resurrection he is
a perfect spiritual being of the highest divine order” . .. “not
until after his death, did our Lord Jesus become a full partaker
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of the divine nature;” i. e., he was “not exalted to the divine

nature until the human nature was actually sacrified—dead”
(Mill. Dawn, 1., 179). ,

God’s word teaches us that Jesus was the Son of God, born
of a virgin; human as to his mother, divine as to his Father.
“Therefore also that holy thing that shall be born of thee shall
be called the Son of God” (Luke 1:35). At his baptism this
actually occurs: “This is my beloved Son” (Matt. 3:17). Jesus
was “God manifest in the flesh” (1 Tim. 3:16).

Mr. Russell teaches that there will be a second chance for
man after his death. (See Mill. Dawn, 1., chaps. 6, 9). God’s
word teaches two resurrections—one of the just, another of the
unjust. These two resurrections are a thousand years apart
(Rev. 20:1-6). Mr. Russell is at his usual tactics in trying to
read out Rev. 20:6 as spurious, when all the MSS. except the
Sinaitic have the passage, and every editor of the Greek text
and every version retain it. The fact is that this passage alone
eternally refutes his theories as to a second chance, and he is
compelled to get rid of it, and if he can not by fair means, he
will by some other kind! There are only two judgments men-
tioned in the New Testament—the one, that of the living nations
in Matt. 25:32-46; and that before the great white throne (Rev.
20:11-15). These two include every one, “all the nations,” “the
dead, small and great.” None escape save those who come up
in the first resurrection. There is no mention made of a second
chance in connection with either of these judgments!

Again, with reference to the body of Jesus: his human body
was not raised, according to Russell. “Whether it was dissolved
into gases or whether it is still preserved somewhere as the grand
memorial of God’s love, of Christ’s obedience, and of our
redemption, no one knows” (Mill. Dawn, I1., 129). This con-
tradicts, without apology, Paul’s teaching about the resurrection
in 1 Corinthians 15. “If Christ be not raised, our preaching is
vain, we are yet in our sins.”

Our Lord is no longer a man, as he only became divine after
his resurrection; that is, he was no longer the .same person!!!
(Mill. Dawn, I1., 132; 1., 173-179). This is one of the most
blasphemous doctrines that this deceiver puts forth. The angels
at the ascension said “this same Jesus” shall come again (Acts
1:11). Paul says: “He that descended is the same that ascended”
(Eph. 4:10). He is the one that “liveth and was dead” (Rev.
1:18). God will judge the world in righteousness by “the man”
whom he hath appointed (Acts 17:31). “This man sat down
on the right hand of God” (Heb. 10:12). He came in the flesh
(1 John 4:3), and he that denied it is of the spirit of antichrist,
He is_coming again in the flesh, even in his glorified body (2
John 7—R. V.), and he who denies it is a deceiver and an anti-
christ. In this, Mr. Russell plays an unenviable role, and his
teachings are proven to be antichristian, and himself a deceiver!}

If we are to know anything by its fruits, or a gem by its
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light, Mr. Russell’s diamond is “paste,” and of the very first
water; for it is an absolute impossibility for a system of truth
to be founded upon an astronomical, chronological and historical
lie, which is the primary basis of his entire system of prophetic
as well as secular interpretation. He scorns all science, even
when properly so called, and therefore builds up a science falsely
so called over his own signature.

The bulk of his followers are still duped, but there must be
a reaction somewhere when they begin to understand that his
dogma, that he is “that favored servant, to whom the church is
to look for meat in due season,” is a false one! We urge these
followers not to look back at all when they leave his fold, nay,
nor go back for a cloak, lest a worse fate than that which befell
Mrs. Lot—even a loss of all savor of salt—now come upon them;

and to keep on, through Moab, and straight across Jordan, to
where alone the ancient landmarks are preserved.

RUSSELLISM vs. THE NEW TESTAMENT.

I have been saying for nearly a decade that Millennial
Dawnism as taught by “Pastor Russell” ought to be met and
answered; that the time would soon come when it would have
to be answered and refuted, and the sooner it was done the
better, for its advocates are leading astray increasing numbers
every year.

The subject-matter of this article was prepared mostly as an
answer to a discourse delivered some years ago by a “pilgrim”
who came through our town preaching the gospel (?) of
“another opportunity.” All of my quotations from Mr. Russell
are from Volume I. of “The Plan of the Ages.”

GOD NOT TRYING TO CONVERT THE WORLD IN
THIS AGE.

MRr. RUSSELL says:

“The fact that the world has
not been converted, and that
the knowledge of the Lord has
not filled the earth, is a proof
that it [the church] has not yet
been sent on that mission” (p.

“We claim and have shown
that the conversion of the
world in the present age was
not expected of the church, but
that her mission has been to
preach the gospel in all the
world as a witness, and to pre-
pare herself under divine direc-

The NEw TESTAMENT says:

“Behold, now is the accepted
time ; behold, now is the day of
salvation” (2 Cor. 6:2)

“And the times of this igno-
rance God winked at; but now
commandeth all men every-
where to repent” (Acts 17: 30).

If there were no other Scrip-
tures bearing on this subject,
these two ought to be sufficient
to forever answer the fallacy
set forth in the two quotations
from Mr. Russell.

Now is the day of salvation,
Now is the accepted time. Now
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tion for her great future work.
God has not yet, by any means,
exhausted his power for the
world’s conversion. Nay, more,
he has not yet even attempted
the world’s conversion” (p.95).

—not in the millennium—God
COMMANDETH ALL MEN EVERY-
WHERE to repent.

Is that strong enough? Would he have commanded all men
to repent when he intended only a few to repent? Would he
have commanded men everywhere, when he meant that men just
here and there and yonder should heed the command?

THE KINGDOM NOT YET ESTABLISHED.

Mz. RusseLL:

“To whom” (the little flock)
“it is your Father’s good pleas-
ure to give you the kingdom in
an age to follow this” (p. 72).

“In the end of this age and
the dawn of its successor—the
Millennial age—Satan is to be
bound and his power over-
thrown preparatory to the es-
tablishment of Christ’s King-
dom and the beginning of the
‘world wherein dwelleth right-
eousness’” (p. 73).

Notice those words, “come with power.”

The NEw TESTAMENT:

John preached: “The king-
dom of heaven is at hand”
(Matt. 3:2).

Jesus said: “Repent: for the
kingdom of heaven is at hand”
(Matt. 4:17).

On the night of his betrayal
Jesus said: “I appoint unto
you a kingdom” (Luke 22:29).

Six days before the trans-
figuration, Jesus said: “Verily
I say unto you, That there be
some of them that stand here,
which shall not taste of death,
till they have seen the kingdom
of God come with power”
(Mark 9:1).

Notice, also, the

following striking promises that Jesus made to the apostles just

before he ascended.

“When they therefore were come together, they asked of

him, saying, Lord, wilt thou at this time restore again the
kingdom to Israel? And he said unto them, It is not for you
to know the times or the seasons, which the Father hath put
in his own power. But ye shall receive power, after that the
Holy- Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto
me both in Jerusalem and in all Jud=a, and in Samaria, and
unto the uttermost part of the earth” (Acts 1:6-8).

If the kingdom or church was in existence at this time, the
apostles, making inqgiury about it, did not know it. (Now read
entire the second chapter of Acts.)

That was a great day! That was a momentous occasion!
That strange sound! Those fiery, forked tongues! “And they
were all filled with the Holy Ghost” The multitude was con-
founded. “And they were all amazed and marvelled,” and said
“one to another,” “What meaneth this?” Indeed, what did it
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all mean? The historian closes the chapter by saying: “And the
Lord added to the church daily such as should be saved” (Acts
2:47). Now we begin to get an idea as to what it all meant.
N(:i“arx lwe have the church in existence, for the “Lord added to
it daily.”

Any other Scriptures bearing on the subject? We will see.
“And as I began to speak, the Holy Ghost fell on them, as on
us at the beginning” (Acts 11:15). Now we have something
that has had a “beginning.” What beginning, or beginning of
what? The beginning of the church at Jerusalem on Pentecost.

Acts 5:14 and 11:24 speak of “believers” and “much people”
being added to the Lord, which is just another way of saying
they were added to the church. (That the church should have
its “beginning” at Jerusalem was predicted hundreds of years
before. See Isa. 2:2, 3; Mic. 4:1, 2; Luke 24:46, 47). The
finger of K;ophecy points to Jerusalem as the place of beginning,
and the finger of history points back to Jerusalem, and there
these two fingers meet.

Passing over lightly such all-important facts and events as
those alluded to above, and magnifying out of all proper propor-
tion some unimportant expression such as “little flock,” is just
another way that Pastor Russell has of distorting the Scriptures
and making them seem to favor his theory or invention.

CHRISTIANS NOT NOW KINGS AND PRIESTS.

Mgr. RUSSELL says:

“And in the grand allegorical
%rophecy which closes the New

estament, the worthy ‘Lamb
that was slain” (Rev. 5:12),
the worthy ‘overcomers’ whom
he will make kings and priests
in his kingdom” (p. 60).

The New TESTAMENT says:

“Thou wast slain, and hast re-
deemed us to God by thy blood.
. . . And hast made us unto
our God kings and priests: and
weé shall reign on the earth”
(Rev. 5:9, 10

“Ye also, as lively stones, are
built up a spiritual house, an
holy priesthood, to offer up
spiritual sacrifices, acceptable
to God by Jesus Christ” (1
Pet. 2:5).

“And hath made us kings
almté) priests unto God” (Rev.

It will be noticed that in the above quotation Mr. Russell
uses the future tense—“will make kings and priests,” etc.—while
John and Peter use the present tense—“are lively stones,” “are

a_holy priesthood” or “royal priesthood,” or “hath made us
kings,” etc. As Bro. Camp says, I can not imagine any kind of
theory or doctrine that can not be proven by such loose, slipshod
use of Scripture as that.

NeEw TESTAMENT:

Again: In the parable of the rich man and Lazarus (read
Luke 16:19-31), did the rich man “by faith receive a full knowl-
edge and enjoyment of this favor of God in this present time”?
No; I do not believe that even Pastor Russell will say that he
did. Well, did he get “another opportunity”? Not that we have
any account of. The last account we have of him, he, inasmuch
as he had gotten in such sore distress by neglecting present oppor-
tunity, was begging Abraham to give his “five brethren” a chance
to profit by his experience and give them another opportunity.
But it wouldn’t work. What was the answer? The answer was
the same in substance that sinners of the present day (and I can
think that there may be quite a large number) who allow them-
selves to be deluded into believing Mr. Russell’s gospel (?)

Mr. Russell soars high in his imagination and builds in the

air, the chief corner being the topmost part of the building
Christ said he would build “on this rock.” Paul said others built
on the foundation that he had laid, but Mr. Russell has the
stones in his structure “built under.” The Ephesians were built
UPON aclglos_tles, prophets and Christ. The Colossians were built
up in Christ.

Mr. Russell’s timbers and stones are all built downward—
underneath each other and the foundation-stone. Hornets’ nests
and wasps’ nests are built like Mr. Russell’s structure, but they
have something above them to which they are attached. Mr.
Russell’s heavenly home is just up in the air like a balloon.

From the days of Adam to the present time men have built
up structures of the various kinds by laying one stone or brick
or timber on another, but Mr. Russell reverses that order by
building one stone or timber underneath another. Anything
fanciful, anything fantastic about that?

SEEKING OFFICE vs. HUMILITY.

She
saith unto him, Grant that
these my two sons may sit, the
one on thy right hand, and the
other on the left, in thy king-
dom. But Jesus answered and
said, Ye know not what ye
ask” (Matt. 20: 21, 22).

As to who shall be great or
greatest in the kingdom, Jesus
said: “And whosoever shall
exalt himself shall be abased;
and he that shall humble him-
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the blessed time when the over-
comers of the present age will
be enthroned with their Head,
to rule, bless and restore the
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self shall be exalted” (Matt.
23:12)

When they therefore were
come together, they asked him,

saying, Lord, wilt thou at this
time restore again the kingdom
to Israel? And he said unto
them, It is not for you to know
the times or the seasons, which
the Father hath put in his own
power” (Acts 1:6, 7).

Neither is it for our Millennial Dawn brethren to know the
particulars and minutiz of the millennium that they pretend to
know.

MR. RUSSELL:

“God has prepared for the
awakening of the dead in order
to knowledge, faith and salva-
tion” (p. 106).

“Through the redemption
provided, the first-mentioned
class, the world, is afterward
to be saved from weakness,
degradation and death during
the Millennial age ” (p. 107).

“And it is a blessed fact that
free grace in fullest measure,
not merely for the living, but
for those who have died as
well, is provided in our
Father’s plan as the blessed
opportunity of the coming age.
. . . Hence we should expect
blessings in the Millennium
upon all those in their graves
as well as upon those not in
them” (pp. 98, 99).

NEw TESTAMENT:

“And I saw thrones, and
they sat upon them, and judg-
ment was given unto them:
and I saw the souls of them
that were beheaded for the
witness of Jesus, and for the
word of God, and which had
not worshipped the beast,
neither his image, neither had
received his mark upon their
foreheads, or in their hands;
and they lived and reigned
with Christ a thousand years.
But the rest of the dead lived
not again until the thousand
years were finished. This is
the first resurrection” (Rev.
20:1-.5)

This is the only chapter in the New Testament that mentions

the millennium by name.

The above verses completely upset
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and overthrow nearly everything that Mr. Russell has taught on
the subject for the last thirty or thirty-five years. I understand
him to teach that everybody from Adam down to the end of
time will have a part in the millennial opportunities and_bless-
ings; that the wicked will all—be present, shall I say?—and
have “the love of God testified to them,” and then their second
opportunity will begin. As a matter of fact, this fourth verse
describes one class—the martyr class—that will “live and reign
with Christ a thousand years.” To this, 1 Thess. 4: 16, 17 agrees:
“And the dead in Christ shall rise first: then we which are alive
and remain shall be caught up together with them in the clouds,
to meet the Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the
Lord.” 1 Cor. 15:23 also agrees with this: “But every man in
his own order: Christ the firstfruits; afterwards they that are
Christ’s at his coming.” What part do the wicked have in all the
millennial proceedings?

Mr. RusseLL says:

“When awakened from death,
they will have the love of God
testified to them, and then their
individual trial or probation
for actual restitution and ever-
lasting life will begin” (p. 108).

The NEw TESTAMENT says:

“But the rest of the dead”
(besides the martyr class de-
scribed in verse 4) “lived not
again until the thousand years
were finished” (Rev. 20:5)

“And to you who are trou-
bled rest with us, when the
Lord Jesus shall be revealed
from heaven with his mighty
angels, in flaming fire taking
vengeance on them that know
not God, and that obey not the

ospel of our Lord Jesus

rist” (2 Thess. 1:7, 8).
